B Tips for storage

Insert the nozzle parking clip into one of the two parking slots on the side
or on the back of the machine.

IMPORTANT:

Wash the washable exhaust filter when required.
Make sure the filter is completely dry before putting back.

Cleaning the washable exhaust filter
Wash the filter when required. If the filter is damaged, replace it with a new filter.

Rinse the inside (dirty side) in lukewarm tap water. Tap the filter frame to remove the water. Repeat
the process four times.

Note: Do not use cleaning agents and avoid touching the filter surface. Let the filter dry completely
before putting back.

The vacuum cleaner does not start

«  Check that the cable is connected to the mains.

«  Check that the plug and cable are not damaged.

«  Checkfor a blown fuse.

«  Checkif the battery indicator lamp responds (certain models only).

The vacuum cleaner stops

«  Checkif dust container is full. If so, empty it and clean both the
dust container and the filters before putting it back in the cleaner.

«  Checkif the nozzle, tube or hose is blocked.
. Check the motor and exhaust filter are clean.

B Changing the remote handle battery* Cleaning the hose

Clean the hose by “squeezing” it. However, be careful in case the obstruction has been
caused by glass or needles caught inside the hose.

Note: The warranty does not cover any damage to hoses caused by cleaning them.
