Press and hold the Program “     ” “     ” buttons 
simultaneously until Anti Crease LED turns on.

If the safety 
button is not pressed in a door switch fault 
will be indicated (“beeps” 6 times).

Start/Pause Button (     )

This feature helps prevent creases forming in the 
clothes after normal drying cycle has ended.
When activated, after the normal drying cycle has 
finished, the drum will rotate about 5 seconds every 
minute. This cycle will continue for 3 hours.

To obtain the best drying results with 
small loads it is recommended to use 
“Time drying” program.

Press “     ” button or “     ” button 
to select either “Extra Dry”, 
“Normal Dry”, “Iron Dry” for full 
load and  “Fast 40”, “Delicate”, 
“Refresh” for smaller load.

Press the “Option” button to select either 
Boost or Low Heat from the option 
program.

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Due to variations in dryer load fabric texture and 
thickness it is possible that not all items will be 
dried evenly. It you experience uneven dryness on 
Normal Dry program please use either Extra Dry or 
Timer Program but be mindful of the type of fabric 
being dried to avoid overdrying certain types of 
fabric. Always follow drying instructions attached to 
the items intended to be dried in a clothes dryer.
